I. TEST FORMAT

Part 2: Interview (5-6 minutes; 8 points)

· Questions 1-5 (5 points): Students are required to answer five questions about familiar topics such as family, habits, interests, study, hometown, etc. They are expected to extend each answer to 2-3 sentences.
· Questions 6-8 (3 points): Students are required to answer three questions about one of the topics listed below and are expected to extend each answer to 3-4 sentences.
