I. TEST FORMAT 
Part 1: Pair discussion (5-6 minutes; 6 points)

· Students are required to work in random pairs.

· They will then have 2-3 minutes to perform.
· They are expected to show discussion skills including taking conversation turns, asking for opinions, giving and supporting opinions, giving reasons, agreeing and disagreeing, asking for and giving clarification.
Part 2: Individual interview (4-5 minutes; 4 points)

· Each student is required to answer four questions about the topic related to the discussion in Part 1 and is expected to extend his/ her answer to 4-5 sentences. 
· Each will be interviewed separately by a different examiner.
